• The application deadline is May 15th 2026. One recipient will be selected in July 2026.

To complete the online application, the student will need to: 

• Agree to the eligibility requirements.

▪ Future plans including academic interests, career interests and highest 
degree she intends to earn. 

▪ Academic information including GPA & academic distinctions or honors. 

▪ Extracurricular activities and work experience highlighting the most 

important extracurricular, volunteer and work activities. 
o Upload three (3) professional letters of reference dated the same year as the 

application.
