The Academy, RSSP students, are required to have an annual Alternate Education Plan (AEP) 
completed prior to attending the first day of school.  The AEP is a subcontract between the 
student, parent/guardian, homeschool and the serving school (The Academy) team.  The pur-
pose of the AEP is to assist earch student in meeting the required goals of the RSSP program.

New students/families can expect a 40-45 minute appoint-
ment that will include a brief orientation, while returning students/families can expect a 25-

Here’s why:  When a child is dysregulated, it’s like there’s a traffic jam in the brain.  Emotions 
have blocked the road, and nothing —not rewards, not consequences, not even your calmest 
logic—- can get through. 

What they need first isn’t correction.  Its’s connection. 

Help them clear the jam by offering co-regulation:  a steady presence, deep breaths, or even 
just sitting quietly together.  Once their “road” is clear again, then you can talk, teach, and 
guide
